Students from Zaleo School will take partial photos of common objects in their 
environment. They will send these photos to high school students and infant students in 
Parma. Photos will be sent by WhatsApp, and they will include the following question: 
“What can this be?” 
At the same time, our students will receive photos from the other two associated 
schools, and they will have to decide which objects the image refers to.  
In order to help us make our inferences, we will be able to use WhatsApp to ask other 
students for clues or tips that will help us discover the entire object behind the initial 
image. Finally, when the students get the right answer, the complete photo will be sent.
